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The damage caused by the 2011 Japan earthquake and tsunami forced
many factories in the Tohoku region to suspend production, affecting
companies all over the world. This has made us aware of how Japan
and the rest of the world are connected. The international community
is keeping a close eye on the crippled nuclear reactors and Japan’s
recovery from the disaster.

Meanwhile, the world is becoming increasingly complex and
interconnected. We are living in a G-Zero world with no single country
dominating world affairs. Global agenda includes economic
uncertainties, poverty, climate change and resource scarcity that
require all stakeholders with diversified background to collaborate.
Global Agenda Seminar is a program for people who are willing to
make a new step towards solving global challenges. With this
program, we hope to make participants able to form and express their
own opinions clearly in English after learning what challenges we are
up against.
